1. Knowledge, skills, values and creative
and critical thinking abillities to build
democracy

2. Work effectively with others as members
of a team, group, organization,
community

If learners can experience democratic power sharing and
develop social skills in a classroom they will be more
capable of handling democracy and execute social skills
in social situations later on in life outside of school
(Dhand, 1001:83)
